, What's the difference
between abstract,
semi-abstract and
non-representational
art? Believe it or not,
abstract artists tend to
follow the same formal
principles of art (line,
shape, color, etc.) that
traditional painters do.
Abstract painting is
often differentiated from traditional painting styles
by stating that an abstract painter paints emotions
whereas the traditional painter paints things seen
by the human eye. In this class, we’ll explore these
ideas, see where the two styles intersect and
discover how to use abstract qualities in work
produced. Students should bring canvas or canvas
boards to each class; a $25 materials fee is due at
the beginning of the first class.

Self Discovery W ith Tissue Paper Collage

$125 for 4 sessions

This is an ideal class for those seeking an easy,
inexpensive, “entry” point to creating art. In four
sessions, students discover various tissue paper
collage technigues to create beautiful pieces, with
each session building to the next — starting with
Jungian Theory and the “bleeding” tissue



technique. Cut paper collage follows — graphic
tissue collage that includes creating custom tissue
paper — and graduates to “grid-style” work that
incorporates found objects for three-dimensional
effects. By using rudimentary materials (including
tissue paper, watercolor artist paper, glue, liquid
medium and spray sealants), adult students will
learn how to allow themselves to “play” while
learning more about their creative selves in the
process. A $20 materials fee is due at the
beginning of the first class. Class size is limited to
8 students.
